12.4 All duties, taxes and other levies [if any] payable by the Contractor under the 

Contract, or for any other cause except final GST (CGST & SGST/ UTGST or IGST) 

shall be included in the rates / prices and the total bid -price submitted b y the Bidder. 

Applicable rate of GST (CGST & SGST/ UTGST or IGST) on the contract value shall 

be indicated in Agreed Terms & Conditions (Format-F-5) and SOR. 

 

12.5 Prices quoted by the Bidder, shall remain firm and fixed and valid till completion of 

the Contract and will not be subject to variation on any account, unless any price 

escalation/variation is allowed elsewhere in the Tender Document 

 

12.6 The Bidder shall quote the prices in 'figures'  & words. There should not be an y 

discrepancy between the prices indicated in figures and the price indicated in words. 

In case of any discrepancy, the same shall be dealt as per clause no. 30 of ITB.  
 

13. GST (CGST & SGST/ UTGST or IGST) 
 

13.1 Bidders are required to mention the GST Registration No. in bids wherever GST 

(CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST) is applicable. 
 

13.2 Quoted pr ices should be inclusive of all taxes and duties, except GST (CGST & SGST 

or IGST or UTGST). Please note that the responsibility o f payment of GST (CGST & 

SGST or IGST or UTGST) lies with the Service Provider only. Service Provider 

providing taxable service shall issue an e-Invoice/Invoice/ Bill, as the case may be as 

per rules/ regulation of GST.  Further, returns and details required to be fi lled under 

GST laws & rules should be timely filed by Service Provider with requisite details. 
 

 Payments to Service Provider for claiming GST (CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST) 

amount will be made provided the above formalit ies are fulfilled. Further, IGGL may 

seek copies of challan and certificate from Chartered Accountant fo r deposit of GST 

(CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST) collected from Owner.  
 

13.3 In case CBIC (Central Board of Indirect Taxes and Customs)/ any tax authority / any 

equivalent government  agency brings to the notice of IGGL that the Service Provider 

has not remitt ed the amount towards GST (CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST) collected 

from IGGL to the government exchequer, then, that Contactor shall be put under 

Holiday list of IGGL for period of six months after following the du e procedure. This 

action will be in addition to the  right of recovery of financial i mplication arising on 

IGGL 
  

13.4 In case of statutory variation in GST (CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST), other than due 

to change in turnover, payable on the contract value during contract period, the 

Service Provider shall submit a copy of the 'Government Not ification' to evidence the 

rate as applicable on the Bid due date and on the date of revision.  
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Beyond the contract period, in case IGGL is not entitl ed for input tax credit of GST 

(CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST), then any increase in the rate of GST (CGST & 

SGST/UTGST or IGST) beyond the contractual delivery period shall be to Service 

Providerés account whereas any decrease in the rate GST (CGST & SGST/UTGST or 

IGST) shall be passed on to the Owner. 
  

Beyond the contr act period, in case IGGL is entitled for i nput tax credit of GST (CGST

otherwise claim in respect of above shall not be entertained for payment of arrears. 

The base date for the purpose of applying statutory variation shall be the Bid Due 

Date 
 

13.5 Where IGGL is entitled to avail the input tax credit of GST (CGST & SGST/UTGST or 

IGST):  
 

13.5.1 Owner/ IGGL will reimburse the GST (CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST) to th e Service 

Provider at actuals against submission of E-Invoices/Invoices as per format specified 

in rules/ regulation of GST to enable Owner/ IGGL to claim input tax credit of GST 

(CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST) paid. In case of any variation in the executed 

quantities, the amount on which the GST (CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST) is 

applicable shall be modified in same proportion.  Returns and details required to be 

fil led under GST laws & rules should be timely f iled by supplier with  requisite details 
 

13.5.2 The input  tax credit of quoted GST (CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST) shall be 

considered for evaluation of bids, as per evaluation criteria of tender do cument. 
 

13.6 Where IGGL is not entitled to avail/take the ful l input tax  credit of  GST (CGST & 

SGST/UTGST or IGST):- 
 

13.6.1 Owner/ IGGL will reimburse GST (CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST) to the Service 

Provider at actuals against submission of E-Invoices/Invoices as per format specified 

in rules/ regulation of GST subject to the ceiling amount of GST (CGST & 

SGST/UTGST or IGST) as quoted by the bidder, subject to any statutory variations, 

except variations arising due to change in turnover. In case of any variation in t he 

executed quantitie s (If directed and/or certifie d by the Engineer-In-Charge) the 

ceiling amount on whi ch GST (CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST) is applicable will be 

modified on pro -rata basis  
 

13.6.2 The bids will be evaluated based on total price  including quoted  GST (CGST & 

SGST/UTGST or IGST).  
 

 

13.7 IGGL will prefer to deal with registered supplier of goods / services under GST. 
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Therefore, bidders are requested to get themselves registered under GST, it not 

registered yet.  
 

 However, in case any unregistered bidder is submitting their bid, their prices wi ll be 

loaded with app licable GST (CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST) while evaluation of bid 

(if applicable as per Govt. Act/ Law in vogue).  Where IGGL is entitled for input credit 

of GST (CGST & SGST/ UTGST or IGST), the same will be considered for evaluation 

of bid as per evaluation methodology of tender document.

such  amounts  against any amounts paid or payable by IGGL to Service Provider  / 

Supplier. 
 

13.9 Service Provider shall ensure timely submission of correct invoice(s)/e-invoice(s), as 

per GST rules/ regulation, with all required supporting document(s) within a period 

specified in Contract to enable IGGL to avail input credit of GST (CGST & 

SGST/UTGST or IGST). Further, returns and details required to be fille d under GST 

laws & rules should be timely filed by Service Provider with r equisite details. 

 

 If input tax credit is not  available to IGGL for any reason not attributable to IGGL, 

then IGGL shall not be obligated or liable to pay or reimburse GST (CGST & 

SGST/UTGST or IGST) claimed in the invoice(s) and shall be entit led to dedu ct / setof f 

/ recover such GST amount (CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST) or Input Tax Credit amount 

together with penalties and interest, if any, against any amounts paid or becomes 

payable by IGGL in future to the Service Provider under this contract o r under any 

other contract 
 

13.10 Anti -profiteering cl ause: 
 

As per Clause 171 of GST Act it is mandatory to pass on the benefit due to reduction 

in rate of tax or from input tax credit  to the consumer by way of commensurate 

reduction in prices. The Supplier of Goods / Services may note the above and quote 

their prices accordingly.

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13.11 In case the GST rating of vendor on the GST portal / Govt. official website is negative 

/ black listed, then the bids may be rejected by IGGL. Further, in case rating of bidder 

is negative / black listed after award of work for supply of goods / services, then IGGL 

shall not be obligated or liable to pay or reimburse GST to such vendor and shall also 

be entitled to deduct / r ecover such GST along with all penalties / interest, if any, 

incurred by IGGL. 

 

13.12 GST as quoted by the bidder, shall be deemed as final and binding for the purpose of 

bid evaluation (applicable for tenders where bidder quote the GST rates). In case a 

bidder enters æzero/blankç GST or an erroneous GST, the bid evaluation for finalizing 

the L1 bidder will be done considering the quoted GST rates. No request for change 

in GST will be entertained after submission of bids.  
 

  In case where a successful bidder quotes a wrong GST rate, for releasing the order, 

the following methodology will be followed:

(both f or E-invoicing cases and non-E-invoicing cases), then IGGL shall not be 
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obligated or liable to pay or reimburse GST (CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST) claimed in 

the invoice(s) and shall be entitled to deduct / setoff / recover such GST amount 

(CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST) or Input Tax Credit amount together with penalties 

and interest, if any, by adjusting against any amounts paid or becomes payable in 

future to the supplier under this contract or under  any other contract. 

 

 To ensure compliance, undertaking in requisite format is to be submitted by supplier  

as per format F-14 along with documents for release of payment. 

 

13.15 New Taxes & du t ies: Any new taxes & duties, if imposed by the State/ Central Govt. 

of India after the due date of bid submission bu t before the Contractual Completion 

Date, shall be reimbursed to the Service Provider on submission of copy of 

notification(s) issued from State/ Central Govt. Authorities along with documentary 

evidence for proof of payment of such taxes & duties, but onl y after ascertaining ités 

applicability with respect to the Contract  

 

13.16 Full payment including GST will be released at the time of proc essing of invoice for 

payment, where the GST amount reflects in Form GSTR-2A of IGGL. However, in case 

where the GST amount do esn't reflect in Form GSTR-2A of IGGL, the amount of GST 

will be released after reflection of GST amount of corresponding invoice in Form 

GSTR-2A of IGGL 

 

14. BID CURRENCIES:  

  

Bidders must submit bid in Indian Rupees only. 
 

15. BID VALIDITY: 

 

15.1 Bids shall be kept valid for period specified in BDS from the final Due date of 

submission of bid'. A Bid valid for a shorter period may be rejected by IGGL as 'non-

responsive'. 

 

15.2 In exceptional circumstances, prior to expiry of the original 'Bid Va lidity Period', the 

Employer may request the Bidders to extend the 'Period of Bid Validity' for a 

specified additional period.  The request and the responses thereto shall be made in 

writing or by fax/em ail. A Bidder may refuse the request without forfeitur e of his 

EMD (if applicable). A Bidder agreeing to the request will not be required or 

permitted to modify his Bid, but will b e required to  extend the validity of its EMD (if 

applicable) for the period of the extension and in accordance with "ITB: Clause-16" in 

all respects. 
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16. EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT: 

16.1 Bid must be accompanied with earnest money deposit (i.e. Earnest Money D eposit 

(EMD) also known as Bid Security) in the form of èDemand Drafté / èBankerés 

Chequeé[in favour of IGGL payable at place mentioned in  BDS] or èBank

However, in case of èBank Guaranteeé from Banks other than 

 the Nationalized Indian Banks, the Bank must be commercial Bank having net worth 

 in excess of Rs. 100 Crores [Rupees One Hundred Crores] and a declaration to this 

 effect should be made by such commercial Bank either in the èBank Guaranteeé itself 

 or separately on its lette rhead 
 

16.3 Any Bid not secured in accordance with æITB: Clause-16.1 & Clause-16.2ç may be 

 rejected by IGGL as non-responsive. 
 

16.4 Unsuccessful Bidderés EMD will be discharged/ returned as promptly as possible, but 

 not later than èthirty [30] daysé after finalization of tendering proc ess. 
 

16.5 The successful Bidderés EMD will be discharged upon the Bidderés acknowledging the 

 èAwardé and signing the èAgreementé and furnishing the èContract Performance 

 Security (CPS)/ Security Deposité pursuant to clause no. 38 of ITB. 
 

16.6 Notwithst anding anything contained herein, the EMD may also be forfeited in any of

 the following cases: 
 

(a)  If a Bidder withdraws his Bid during the èPeriod of Bid Validityé 
 

(b)  If a Bidder has indulged in corrupt/fr audulent /collusive/ coercive practice 
 

(c)  If the Bidder modifies Bid during the period of bid validity (after  Due Date and 

  time for Bid Submission). 
 

 (d)  Violates any other condition, mentioned elsewhere in the Tender Document, 

  which may lead to forfei ture of  EMD. 
 

 (e)  In the case of a successful Bidder, if the Bidder fails to: 
 

  (i)  to acknowledge receipt  of the æNotification of Awardç / Fax of  

   Acceptance [FOA]ç,  
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  (ii)  to furnish æContract Performance Security / Security Depositç, in  

   accordance with æITB: Clause-38ç

16.7 In case EMD is in the form of èBank Guaranteeé, the same must indicate the Tender 

 Document No. and the name of Tender Document for which the Bidder is quoting. 

 This is essential to have proper correlation at a later date 

 
 

16.8 MSEs (Micro &  Small Enterprises) are exempted from submission of EMD in 

 accordance with the provisions of PPP-2012 and Clause 40 of ITB. However, 

 Traders/Dealers/ Distributo rs /Stockiest /Wholesaler are not entitled  for exemption of 

 EMD. The Government Departments/PSUs are also exempted from the payment of 

 EMD.  Further, Startups are also exempted from the payment of EMD. 
 

16.9 In addition to  existing specified form (i.e. Demand Draft (DD)/ Bankerés Cheque/ Bank 

Guarantee) mentioned in tender documents for su bmission of EMD/Bid Bond, the 

bidder can also submit the EMD through online banking transaction i.e. 

IMPS/NEFT/RTGS etc. While remitting,  the bidder must indicate EMD and tender/E-

tender no. under remarks. Bidders shall be required to submit/ upload the su ccessful 

transaction details along-with their bid/e -bid in addition to forwarding the details to 

dealing officer through ema il/letter wit h tender reference number immedi ately after 

remittance of EMD.

16.10 In case of forfeiture of EMD/ Bid Security, the forfeited amount will be cons idered

 inclusive of tax and tax invoice will be issued by IGGL. The forfeiture amount will be

 subject to final decision of IGGL based on other terms and conditions of or der/

 contract.ç 
 

16.11 EMD / Bid Bond will not be accepted in case the same has reference of èremitteré /

 èfinanceré other than bidder on the aforementioned financial instrument of EMD / Bid

 Bond submitted by th e bidder and bid of such bidder will be summarily rejected. 
 

 

16A DECLARATION FOR BID SECURITY 

 MSEs, Start-Ups and CPSEs (to whom exemption is allowed as per extant guidelines 

 in vogue) are required to submit Declaration for Bid Security as per proforma at Form 

 F-2A 
 

17. PRE-BID MEETING (IF APPLICABLE): Refer Invitation for  Bid ( IFB) 

17.1 The Bidder(s) or his designated representative are invited to attend a "Pre-Bid 

Meeting" which will be held at the address specified in IFB. It is expected that a 

bidder shall not depute more t han 02 representatives for the meeting. If situation 
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demands, pre-bid meeting will be held online. Bidders interested in attending the

17.3 Text of the questions raised and the responses given, together with any responses 

prepared after the meeting, will be uploaded on t he e-tendering website 

(https://etende rs.gov.in) against the Tender. Any modification of the Contents of 

Bidding Documents listed in "ITB: Clause-7.1", that may become necessary as a result 

of the Pre-Bid Meeting shall be made by the Employer exclusively through the issue 

of an Addendum / Corrigendum pursuant to "ITB: Clause-9", and not through the 

minutes of the Pre-Bid Meeting. 

 

17.4 Non-attendance of the Pre-Bid Meeting will not be a cause for disquali fication of 

Bidder.

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19. ZERO DEVIATION AND REJECTION CRITERIA: 

19.1  ZERO DEVIATION: Deviation to terms and conditions of "Bidding Documents" may 

lead to rejection of bid.  IGGL will accept bids based on terms & conditi ons of

response(s) to the same shall be in writing, and no change in the price(s) or 

substance of the bids shall be sought, offered or permitted. The substance of the bid 

includes but not  limited  to prices, completion, scope, technical specifications, etc. 

Bidders are requested to not to take any deviation/exception to the terms and 

conditions laid down in this "Tender Documents", and submit all requisite documents  

as mentioned in this "Tender Documents", failing which their offer will be lia ble for 

rejection. If a bidder does not reply to the q ueries in the permitted time frame, then 

its bid shall be evaluated   based on the documents available in the bid.

20. E-PAYMENT

21.4 Bids submitted unde r the name of AGENT/ CONSULTANT/ REPRESENTATIVE 

/RETAINER/ ASSOCIATE etc. on behalf of a bidder/affiliate shall not be accepted.  

 

22. DEADLINE FOR SUBMISSION OF BIDS: 
 

22.1 In case of e-bidding, the b ids must be submitted  through e-tender mode not later 

than the date and time specified in the tender documents/BDS. 

 

22.2 In case of manual tendering EMD (if applicable) along with bid must be submitted 

within the due date & time.  

 

22.3 IGGL may, in exceptional circumstances and at its discretion, extend the deadline for 

submission of Bids (clause 9 of ITB refers). In which case all rights and obligations of 

IGGL and the Bidders, previously subject to the original deadline will thereafter be 

subject to the deadline as extended. Notice for extension of due date o f submission 

of bid will be upl oaded on IGGLés website/E-tender website/ communicated  to the 

bidders.  

 

23. LATE BIDS: 

 

23.1 Any bids received after the notified date and time of closing of tenders will be 

treated as late bids.  

 

23.2 In case of e-tendering, e-tendering system of IGGL shall close immediately after the 

due date for submission of bid and no bids can be submitted thereafter.  

 

In case of manual tendering, bids received by IGGL after the due date for submission 

of bids shall not be considered. Such late bids shall be returned to  the bidder within 

æ10 daysç in èunopened conditio ns.

In case of e-tendering, where the bid 

bond/p hysical documents have been received but the bid is not submitted by the 

bidder in the e-tendering portal, such bid bond /  physical documents shall be 

returned immediately.    

 

23.3 EMD /physical documents received to address other than one specifically stipulated 

in the Tender Document will  not be considered for evaluation/o pening/a ward if not 

received to the specified destination within stipulated date & time  

 

23.4 Unsolicited Bids or Bids received to address other than one specifically stipulated in 

the tender document will not be considered for evaluation/opening/award  if not 

received to the specified destination within s tipulated date & time.  

 

24. MODIFICATION AND WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS  

 

24.1 Modification and withdrawal of bids shall be as follows:  -

of Bid. No bid shall be modified/ w ithdrawn after the Due Date & T ime for Bid 

submission. 
 

24.3 Any withdrawal/ modifica tion/substitution of Bid in the interval between the Due 

Date & Time for Bid submission and the expiration of the period of bi d validity 

specified by the Bidder in their Bid shall result in the Bidderés forfeiture of EMD (if 

applicable) pursuant to clause 16 of ITB and rejection of Bid. 
 

24.4 The latest Bid submitted by the Bidder shall be considered for evaluation and all 

other Bid(s) shall be considered to be unconditiona lly withdrawn.

25. EMPLOYER'S RIGHT TO ACCEPT ANY BID AND TO REJECT ANY OR ALL BIDS: 
 

IGGL reserves the right to accept or reject any Bid, and to annul the Bidding process 

and reject all Bids, at any time prior to award of  Contract, without thereby inc urring 

any liability to the affected Bidder or Bidders  or any obligations to inform the 

affected Bidder or Bidders of the ground for IGGL's action. However, Bidder if so, 

desire may seek the reason (in writing) for rejection o f their Bid to which IGGL shall 

respond quickly. 
 

26. BID OPENING 
 

26.1 Unpriced Bid  Opening:  
  

IGGL will open bids, in the presence of biddersé designated representatives who 

choose to attend, at date, time and location stipulated in t he BDS. The biddersé 

representatives, who are present shall sign a bid opening register evidencing their  

attendance.

28.1 From the time of Bid opening to the time of award of Contract, if any Bidder wishes 

to contact the Employer on any matter relat ed to th e Bid, it should do so in writing.  
 

28.2 Any effort by the Bidder  to influence the Employer in the Employer's 'Bid Evaluation', 

'Bid Comparison', or 'Contract Award' decisions may result in the rejection of the 

Bidder's Bid and action shall be initiated as per procedure for action in case Corrupt / 
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Fraudulent / Collusive / Coercive practices in this regard apart from forfe iture of 

EMD/ Bid Security, if any 
 

29. EXAMINATION OF BIDS AND DETERMINATION OF RESPONSIVENESS: 

 

29.1 The ownerés determination of a bidés responsiveness is based on the content of the 

bid only. Prior to the detailed evaluation of Bids, the Employer will determine 

whether each Bid: -

ii)  Limit, in any substantial way, inconsistent with the Tender Document, 

the Employerés rights or the tendererés obligations under the proposed 

Contract.

29.4 The employer shall examine all aspects of the bid to confirm that all requirements 

have been met without any material deviation, reservation or omission. 
 
 

29.5 If a Bid is not substantially responsive, it may be rejected by the Employer and may 

not subsequently be made responsive by correction or withdrawal of the of material 

deviation, reservation or omission. 
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30. CORRECTION OF ERRORS:

In case tendered item is non-splitable or non- dividable (specified in Bid Data Sheet), 

MSE quoting pri ce within price band L1 (other than MSE) + 15%, may be awarded for 

full/ complete supply of total tendered value subject to matching of L1 price.   

40.2  The MSE(s) owned by SC/ST Entrepreneurs shall mean: - 

a) In case of proprietary MSE, Proprietor(s) shall be SC/ST. 

b) In case of partnership MSE, the SC/ST partners shall be holding at least 51% share

Enterprises Development Act, 2006, the bidder shall submit the following:

2.0 ARBITRATION

In the event of failure of t he other party to select the Sole Arbitrator 

within 30 days from the receipt of t he communication from IGGL suggesting the 

panel of arbitrators, the right of selection of the sole arbitrator by the other party 

shall stand forfeited and IGGL shall appoint the Sole Arbitrator from the suggested 

panel of three Arbitrators for adjudication  of dispute(s).

All matter relating to this Contract and 

arising out of  invocation of Arbitration clause are subject to the exclusive jurisdiction 

of the Court(s) situated at Guwahati,  Assam, India .

PNG- Part(4) (E-41432) dated 26.04.2022 has notified that Public Procurement 

(Preference to Make in India), Order 2017 (PPP-MII) issued by DPIIT and as 

amended from time  to time shall be applicable to all the Public Sector Undertakings 

and their wholly owned subsidiaries under MoP&NG with certain modifications.  

2.0      The Public Procurement (Preference to Make in India), Order 2017 (PPP-MII) issued 

by DPIIT to encourage èMake in Indiaé and promote manufacturing & production 

of goods and services in India with a view to enhancing income and employment.

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4.1.4  The contracto r shall make arrangements for conducting the district -wise public 

hearing for obtaining N OC from SPCB for the main pipeline along with associated 

SV/DT/IP/RT/etc. in diff erent districts of the states of Nagaland, Manipur, West Bengal 

and Sikkim mentioned i n the description of project. The job includes liaison with all 

the concerned authorities for fixing the date and  venue, preparation of Executive 

Summary in Vernacular Language and distribution of copies of Executive Summary to 

authorities as decided and advised by the PCB officials, giving information to all the 

concerned, transport and other logistic support if required, making arrangements for 

sitting da is and seating arrangement for Public, public address system, refreshment 

for the gathering, audio and video recording  and firming up of m inutes etc. and final 

recommendation from the respective SPCB district/region wise, all complete. The 

expenses rendered by the contractor toward s arrangement of public hearing will be 

reimbursed at actual after certification by EIC. The contractor shall provide full 

assistance to IGGL in replying to technical queries during public hearing.   

4.1.5  The scope of job shall include obtaining NOC/  Consent to establish from SPCB 

consisting of main pipeline along with associated SV/DT/IP/RT stations in Nagaland, 

Manipur , West Bengal and Sikkim states including applicable consents for Air and 

Water as per the applicable acts for establishment and operation, related liasoning for 

approval, firming up of the minutes and final rec ommendat ion from the  SPCB.  

4.1.6 Contractor shall arrange to collect all the letters/do cuments from the authorities on 

behalf of IGGL.

v) Obtaining In-principle consent from the landowners  in presence of EIC/Committee 

member(s), establishing the correctness of ownership, establishing the share of 

landowners, obtaining revenue records such as Non-Encumbrance Certificate, Search 

Report minimum 30 years. 

vi) Obtaining identification proof of landowner(s) in the form of Voter ID, Aadhar Card, 

Driving License, Bank Pass Book, etc. before final negotiation meeting. 

vii)  Obtaining of DLC /Circle rates of land and obtaining of sale deeds of a similar type of 

land situated in the nearest village or vicinity area during preceding 03 years in which 

purchase of land is proposed to be made.

ownership, establishing the share of landowners. 
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iv) Preparation of proposal and its submission to respective authoriti es. 

v) Follow up with concerned authorities for assistance & compliance of section (4), (5), 

(6), (7), and (8) of RFCTLARR Act, 2013 as the case may be. 

vi) Follow up for Publication of Notification under Section (11), Hearing of objections U/s 

(15) and compliance of section (17), (18), (19) of RFCTLARR Act, 2013 wherever 

required. 

vii)  Assistance for serving notices to persons interested compliance of Section (22), (23) of 

RFCTLARR Act, 2013. 

viii)  Follow up with the authorities concerned for determination of market value o f land, 

amount of compensation & value of things attached to land and award of solati um 

u/s (26) to (30) respectively of RFCTLARR Act, 2013. 

ix) Follow up with authorities concerned for compliance of section (33) to (38)  

respectively of RFCTLARR Act, 2013. 

x) Physical Possession of land, and all other miscellaneous activities related to 

Acquisition of Permanent Land under RFCTLARR Act, 2013. 

xi) Mutati on of land in Revenue Records and Change of Land Use (CLU), wherever 

required. 

xii)  The contractor must understand the departmental procedures involved in the 

processing of various approvals & shall expedite the proposal at each level/ office 

until land  purchase/acquisition/ physical possession/ Mutation and change of land  

use. 

xiii)  Filling / completing the Proposal /application fo rms/ formats preparing the necessary 

documents/drawings/proposals as per the requirement of  the concerned authorities/ 

agencies and submitting the same to these agencies/ authorities. The contractor has 

to submit the revised proposal/ application, wherever  required. 

xiv) Coordination, Liaison, and follow-up with authorities/ offices/ 

Department/lando wner(s) until the approvals/ clearances are received against 

purchase/acquisition of land. 

xv) The inspection by the authorities/ Department/ agencies, including field v erifications, 

if any, shall be arranged by the contractor and necessary coordination & liaison in this 

respect shall also be the responsibility of the  contractor.

4.2.3 Permanent Land Acq uisition th rough Forest  Procedure:  

The scope of work for obtaining forest c learance shall include, but not limited t o, the 

following works: - 

a) Submission of Application to Forest  Department  

Based on the inputs collected during Cadastral Survey work, for submission of forest 

diversion proposal to  concerned PCCF/ Forest office, following point s to be 

complied: 

(i) Arranging Form-A PART I and providing assistance for filling by Owner. 

(ii) GPS enabled Pipeline route survey to be carried out and details should be provided 

in .kml file format in soft copy alon g with PDF version of Survey of India Maps 

having route of the pipeline marke d on the same. 

(iii) Collection of details of reserve forest from concerned Forest Division and marking 

the same with DGPS coordinates on the TOPO SHEETS. 

(iv) Forest and non-forest land schedules containing plot No., khata No ., area, type of 

land and any other related data duly authenticated by concerned Tahsildars shall be 

prepared in detail for each village. 

(v) Forest maps and/or VEGITATION MAPS (Satellite Imageries indicating forest areas, 

forest density classification) shall be collected by the contractor from State  Forest 

Department, if available in hard & soft copy. The pipeline route shall be marked on 

these maps with GPS/DGPS coordinates. 

(vi) The respective cadastral maps where forest patches are encountered should be 

authenticated by Revenue Officials and Tahsildars. The pipeline route and forest 

patches to be highlighted properly. A proper legend should be prepared indicating 

the pipeline route (preferably in red) and forest patches (preferably in green). 

(vii) Preparation of division wise consolidated area of forest land including Reserve 

Forests, Protected Forests, DLC forest lands (which prior to submission of the DLC 

report was having the legal status of non-forest), Social Forestry etc. 

(viii) Original Topographic maps collected from Survey of India should be annexed to the 

diversion proposal. Pipeline route to be indicated in the  map. 
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(ix) Six sets of files, including TOPO SHEETS and CADASTRAL MAPS as advised by forest 

department, will be prepared. 

(x) Accordingly, files to be prepared for each division separately containing the above 

details and any other related documents with proper indexing and submitted to 

concerned PCCF/Forest office. 

(xi) Liasoning with forest officials for PART-II, III, IV and V of form A. 

(xii) The diversion proposals are to be forwarded to  the concerned DFOs from concerned 

PCCF/Forest office after obtaining the state serial number. Follow up is to be made 

for the same. 

(xiii) Joint site inspection is to be done with the Revenue and Forest officials in presence 

of the Owners representative for all the forest patches. Arrangements are to be 

made for organizing the  same. 

(xiv) Trees to be felled during construction should be enumerated during Joint site 

inspection. Even forest density survey to be done and data to be prepared for 

submission to Forest Department, if required. 

(xv) Forest land to be demarcated by pillars and enumerated trees should be 

numbered/marked as per the advice of the Forest officials. 

(xvi) Forward & Backward bearing shall be marked on the pillars used for demarcation of 

forest land. 

(xvii) Joint  site inspection report is to be prep ared and authenticated by all the officials 

present during the process of site inspection. The Contractor has to provide support 

for ensuring timely pr eparation of the  same. 

(xviii) If Pipeline route encounters any wildlife sanctuary alongside within 10 Kms from the 

boundary wall of the Wildlife, Survey Agency shall ensure availability of map of the 

concerned Wildlife and mark distance of the pipeline alignment from the boundar y 

of the wildlife. 

(xix) Survey agency shall get this map authenticated from the concerned State Forest 

Department (DFO) 

b)  Compliance under Forest Right Act (FRA), 2006: The Schedule Tribes and other 

Traditional Forest Dwe llers (Recognit ion of Fore st Rights) Act, 2006 

(i) A certificate under Forest Right Act (FRA), 2006 (Proforma available at any Forest 

Office in the concerned State) duly signed by the District Collector/District Authority 

for the concerned forest divisions in which the forest land is falling in the pipelin e 

route to be obtained by the Contractor.  
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(ii) For obtaining FRA certificate, following step are required to be followed by the 

Contractor: 

ü Requirement of obtaining certificate under FRA is normally intimated by th e 

concerned DFO to the respective District Collector followed by necessary 

instructions to t he concerned BDO for the same. Gram Sabha has to be 

conducted at each and every village where forest patches are encountered 

along the pipeline  route. 

ü The Gram Sabha shall be conducted in the presence of Sarpanch/village head of 

the respective villages, Owner, Panchayat Executive Officer, Ward Members and 

villagers. The Sarpanch of the concerned village is normally instructed to 

conduct Gram Sabha by the concerned Block Development Officer. 

ü Minimum 50% adult villagers (above 18 years of age) attendance from the 

concerned village for Gram Sabha is required. For this purpose, advance 

intimation, drum beating, etc. if necessary to be carried out by the Contractor. It 

is the responsibility of the  Contractor to ensure minimum attendance of 

villagers in the Gram Sabha. 

ü After completion of Gram Sabha meeting, resolution is signed by minimum 50% 

of adult members of the concerned village stating that they have No Objection 

if pipeline will pass through the forest land. 

ü The resolution is to be endorsed by concerned Sarpanch and BDO. 

ü Sub collector will conduct Sub divisional level (SDLC) forest committee meeting 

on receipt of report from BDO. Sub collector will send the resolution  with 

remark of SDLC to Collector office. 

ü Collector will conduct District level forest committee (DLC). On resolution of 

DLC collector wil l issue certificate. 

ü Finally, Collector shall issue the certificate to DFO based on Gram Sabha 

resolution. Contractor shall maintain continuous follow ups and liaison for the 

same. 

c) Contractor shall ensure that all the latest provisions for conducting Gram Sabha are 

taken care. He would also ensure that during the periodicity of contract, if any change 

in any of the Act, FCA-1980, FRA-2006, Wildlife-1972 etc., are announced by MoE&F, 

Delhi through any of t heir circular, same shall be abided by the contractor to facilitate 

Forest Clearance for the project. 

d)  Geo referencing and preparation of shape files of Forest Plots  

(i) Proposal for diversion of forest land to accompany geo-referenced maps prepared 

using Differential GPS (DGPS), in shape file containing digit al map along with hard 
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copy verified and authenticated by Competent Authority as nominated by the 

respective State Government for the  pipeline project. Further the maps are to be 

authenticated by the respective divisional DFOs. It is the responsibility of the 

Contractor for conducting DGPS survey and preparation of geo-referenced maps in 

shape files and submitting the same in hard copy (in 6 sets) and soft copy and getting 

the required authentication from co ncerned officials. 

(ii) The process of geo-referencing based on DGPS data collected during Survey and 

preparation of shape file involves following methodology:  

ü Primary Control Points (PCP) points col lected are to be fed in triangulation 

software, if required, in computer fo r eliminating redundant data a nd 

establishing of useful data. 

ü Digitized cadastral maps submitted as part of pre-requisite will be geo- 

referenced with the help of concerned GIS software with DGPS data from 

secondary points thus collected at least 4 points per cadastral map. Pillars shall 

be posted demarcating the forest boundary and DGPS readings should be 

observed for the pillarés points. Care should be taken that the area calculated 

from shape file and area bounded by the pillars should match within the 

acceptable tolerance. The data authenticity will be checked with high resolution 

satellite imagery in background of digitized cadastral map. Faulty/ redu ndant 

data are discarded and complete geo referencing of cadastral map is done 

using satellite imagery. Thus 1:1 mapping is done for full cadastral map which 

enables accurate calculation of area within any given contour by moving the 

cursor. 

ü Composition of  DGPS maps shall be done to show demarcating pipeline route, 

forest plots, derivation of ge o-coordinates of forest plots, calculation of area of 

forest land requiring diversion etc. This is called shape file which is opened by 

designated GIS software. 

ü The shape file will be converted to JPG format and required number of print 

outs will be taken along with in corporation of legend, marking  of forest plots 

etc. which will be authenticated by DFO/DFOs/ Competent authorities as 

nominated by respective State Govt. 

e) Processing fores t  land  dive rsion  proposal  under  Forest conservation  Act 

(FCA)1980 

The diversion proposal prepared at respective DFO offices should contain the 

following documents in proper format:  

(i) Forest and non-forest land schedules along with cadastral maps and topograp hic 

sheets indicating forest plots and pipeline route properly indexed.  
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(ii) FRA certificates received from District Collectors office 

(iii) DGPS maps in shape files for forest plots (soft and hard copies) Forest maps of the 

State Government (if available) 

(iv) The cadastral maps, topographic maps, joint site inspection (forest, revenue & user 

agency) report, site inspection report of DFO, tree enumeration report, timber value 

calculation sheet, Net Present Value of the Forest land (NPV), forest loss calculation 

sheet, etc. of the concerned forest divisions should be authenticated by the DFO 

concerned. 

(v) Compensatory afforestation (CA) scheme has to be furnished along with the 

diversion proposal by respective DFO/ DFOs. 

(vi) The forest density and eco-class of forest information t o be incorporated in Part-II 

filled by concerned DFOs. This information will be collected by contractor from 

Forest Department. 

(vii) In addition to existing route, two nos. alternate routes will be marked in Topo sheet 

showing that the least reserve and protected forest/area is encountered in the route 

selected for the proposed pipe line. 

(viii) Status of Government non-forest land as on 25.10.1980. 

(ix) Any other documents as required by the forest officials (Division profile, District 

Profile etc.). 

It is the responsibility of the Contractor to continuously maintain follow ups for 

ensuring timely submission/forwarding of the diversion p roposals accompanied with 

the required documents as detailed above along with the proposal for compensatory  

afforestation fro m the respective DFOs to the nominated Nodal DFOs and then to 

concerned PCCF/ Forest office through concerned RCCF, Nodal CCF, etc. and from 

PCCF office to concerned State Govt. (Forest Dept.). Alternate route study along with 

route maps to be submitted fo r justification  of route  selection. 

f)  In case of forest clearance under Protected areas (Wildlife Sanctuary or National 

Park/ declared eco-fragile zones, CRZs, Elephant reserve/ Elephant  corridor)  the 

Contractor  has to provide necessary assistance as may be required by the Owner in 

this regard and maintain continuous follow -ups with forest /Wild -life / CRZ / Park / 

Sanctuary officials and concerned state authorities (e.g. Chief Wild Life Warden) for 

obtaining the clearance including preparation of wildlife  management /conservation 

plan. 

g)  Carrying out survey for trees in non-forest Government land and obtaining 

permission for tree cutti ng in non-forest Government lands. 
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h) Obtaining tree cutting permission & liasoning  with concerned State departments for 

cutting  of trees in forest area & non-forest Government land 

 
4.2.4 Change of Land Use to  Non -Agricu ltura l 

Change of land Use for SV/DT/RT/IP Stations etc. - Obtaining change of land use 

permission for the finalized plot from concerned  authorities. 

 

5.0 ASSISTANCE FROM IGGL 

IGGL will provide follow ing assistance to the contractor: 

i) IGGL will sign the original letter/application to be made to statutory  authori ties. 

ii)  IGGL will reimburse the payment of statutory fee/deposit directly made by the 

Contractor to the concerned Deptt. / Authority as per their demand note along with 

transaction charges. 

iii)  IGGL will provide all available survey data/details/documents required for obtaining 

permission. Any data not available with IGGL has to be prepared/generated by the 

agency at its own cost. 

iv) IGGL official will visit the concerned authorities/ Department for the meeting, 

discussion etc. as and when required. 

v) IGGL will provide all available pipeline route map/ cadastral map latest version. Any 

data not available with IGGL has to be prepared/generated by the agency at its own 

cost. 

vi) IGGL will make Demand Draft(s) in favor of the recorded landowner(s) towards the 

land cost. 

vii)  IGGL will facilitate finalization of  land after identification by the contractor in due 

adherence to the Approved Land Acquisition  Policy

6.1.1 Providing manpower for follow up to obtain per mission from various State Pollution

iv) Arranging to acquire all required data, information, documents, files, etc. to purchase 

land through direct negotia tion and acquisition of la nd through Govt. /Forest 

Procedure, services required for and /or i ncidental to performing the work  tendered.

x) Contractor shall ensure the sufficient number of vehicles for their 

staff/manpower/e xecutives for smooth liaisoning /follow up with the concerned 

authorities and frequent movement as when required for acquisit ion of permanent 

land through either direct n egotiation or Govt. /Forest procedure. 

xi) Weekly reports to be furnished to EIC regarding the progress of work. 

xii) Project review meetings & project progress report to be submitted by the contractor 

as per frequency decided by IGGL.
